The Wild Flower Society offers grants of up to £250 per activity, to fund activities for children, families and young people which involve gaining familiarity with wild plants and learning about them. The plant-based activity could be a whole new event, or it could be one activity within an existing wildlife event, or a botanical session for a regular group or within an ongoing programme of events. The funding could cover materials or other costs, but not staff time. We do not fund the cost of wild flower seeds or plants.
Due to the increase in take-up of our grants, we cannot guarantee to be able to fund all eligible applications. 
This funding may be applied for in addition to botanical training funding for adult volunteers, but you may only apply for one grant for each type of event.
